Weekly Winners receive 6 point Handicap thereafter 4 points then 2 points.

Prize money allocated by the Organizer to Overall Winner, Runner-Up and Best of the
Losers, determined over 2 or 3 rounds.

3 Bowls each and 12 Ends for first round. Rink winners shall play-off over four (4) ends.
The final shall be of two (2) ends. In the event of a tie, a play-off consisting of one(1) bowl
each with the closes bowl deciding the result. (toss for the mat).

There will be 2, 3 or 4 players per rink dependent on the number of players on that day
Scoring = Closest to Jack 3 points. 2nd closest 2 points, 3rd closest 1 point.

In the event of two bowls being equal shot bowls, only they shall score 3 points each, no
point for third shot this end.

First end played in order of names on the scorecards, thereafter closest to Jack goes first,
next closest 2nd etc.

The Jack shall be placed at a minimum of 21 metres from the mat and shall be played
where it lies provided it is within the bounds of the rink.

If Jack is rolled short or out of bounds, that player shall be penalized. 1 point is to be
added to each opponents score. The Jack shall be rolled again by the same player until it
is legal length and within the rink. Penalties awarded till they get it right.

Jack knocked out of bounds or into ditch, the end becomes a dead end. The player who
caused the Jack to be moved is penalized. 2 points shall be added to each opponents
score and the end played again.

Where a bowl comes to rest in the ditch or out of bounds it will be declared dead,
irrespective of being a toucher or not. The player of that bowl shall not score at that end.
This players subsequent bowls count in the allocation of points, IE, if close enough to the
Jack to be counters but no points will be given to that player.

Bowls knocked out of bounds will be considered dead bowls, however the owner of the
bow! may still score from subsequent bowls.
